The original Lagan Group business was established
in Northern Ireland (NI) in 1960 when Peter Lagan
opened his first quarry at White Mountain on the
outskirts of Belfast. Over the years that followed, the
Lagan name became synonymous in the quarrying
and construction industry. In 1989, the business
expanded into the Republic of Ireland (ROI) and
developed further to include operations from Cork to
Donegal and Galway to Dublin, eventually becoming
the largest independent producer of construction
materials in ROL.

Following Breedon Group’s acquisition of the Lagan
Group in 2018, the Irish Materials and Contracting
Division continued to operate under the brands
Lagan in ROl and Whitemountain in NI. Lagan and
Whitemountain, each with their own strong heritage
as leaders in the Irish construction industry, proved
to be outstanding performers in their sectors and
continued to go from strength to strength.

In 2022, the Lagan and Whitemountain brands were
merged to become Breedon Ireland, with the main
objective being to simplify the brand structure in
Ireland and provide clearer communication to the
industry and its stakeholders.
